
How to get to Kingston University  

(Detailed directions for Penrhyn Road campus follow) 

 

Travel directions: by train 

Trains run regularly from London Waterloo to Kingston upon Thames and 

Surbiton stations (at least every 15 minutes). The train journey takes 

approximately 25 minutes.

Travel directions: by car 

We recommend that you check up-to-date travel information for details of any road 

works affecting the area. You can find helpful links on our website. 

 

From the North: 

Take the M1 to junction 6a (M25), then the M25 to junction 13 (A30). Follow 

the signs to the A308 (Kingston) through Staines, Sunbury, Hampton Court 

and on to Kingston Bridge. 

 

From central London: 

Follow the A3 to the Robin Hood roundabout and then take the right lane filter 

onto Kingston Vale (A308). 

 

From the South: 

Take the M25 to junction 9 and then the A243 to Surbiton. Follow the signs to 

Kingston. 

 

From the South West: 

Take the M3 to Sunbury and then the A308 to Hampton Court. Follow the 

signs to Kingston. 









 

How to get to Penrhyn Road 

Penrhyn Road, Kingston upon Thames, Surrey, KT1 2EE 

 

Travel directions: by train and bus 

• After taking the train from London Waterloo to Surbiton, exit the railway 

station to the left. 

• Cross the mini-roundabout to the Lloyds TSB bank on Claremont Road. 

• The bus stop is in front of Waitrose. The following buses are routed via 

Penrhyn Road: 71, 281, 406, 465, 479, K2, K3. 

• Ask the bus driver for the Penrhyn Road campus stop. 

 

 

Travel directions: by car 

We recommend that you check up-to-date travel information for details of any road 

works affecting the area. You can find helpful links on our website. 

 

There is very limited parking at Penrhyn Road, so we suggest using a public car park. 

The nearest one is in The Bittoms, just off Penrhyn Road. 

 

From the North: 

• Take the M1 to junction 6a (M25) and then the M25 to junction 13 (A30). 

• Follow the A30 to the A308. 

• Take the A308 to the Hampton Court roundabout and turn right (signposted 

'Guildford, A3, A309'). This route avoids Kingston’s one-way system. 

• Follow the A309 to the second roundabout (Scilly Isles). Take the first turn on 

the left (A307). 

• Follow the A307 (Portsmouth Road, High Street) to Kingston. You should see 

the river on your left. 

• Turn right at the mini-roundabout (Kingston Hall Road) and right again at the 

following roundabout (College). This is signposted 'University - Penrhyn 

Road'. 

• Penrhyn Road campus is about half a mile along the road on the left. 

 

From the South: 

• Take the M25 to junction 9 (A243). 

• Follow the A243 to the junction with the A3 at Hook roundabout. 

• Continue straight over the roundabout (Hook Road) and continue along Hook 

Road until you reach the mini-roundabout. 

• Continue straight over the roundabout (Upper Brighton Road) and then turn 

right at the T-junction (Portsmouth Rd). You should see the river on your left. 

• Turn right at the mini-roundabout (Kingston Hall Road) and right again at the 

next roundabout (College). This is signposted 'University - Penrhyn Road'. 

• Penrhyn Road campus is about half a mile along the road on the left. 

 

From London: 

• Take the A3 from London to the Tolworth roundabout. 

• Take the third exit, signposted 'A240'. 

• Follow the A240 (along Ewell Road, Surbiton Hill Road and Penrhyn Road) for 

about two miles. 

• Penrhyn Road campus is on right-hand side of Penrhyn Road (A240), opposite 

County Hall.
